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DRIVING DIRECTIONS 5 ‘r

From the New York Area - (Drive time approximately 5-1/2 hours)

1. Take Throggs Neck Bridge and bear right onto the New England Thruway

(which becomes the Connecticut Turnpike Interstate I-95).

I-95 to New Haven.

Bear left onto I-91 North towards Hartford (Exit 48).

Take I-84 to Massachusetts Turnpike, I-90 (Eastbound).

Go one exit on I-90 to Auburn I-290, towards Worcester.

At the end of I-290, bear left onto I-495 North (Exit 26B).

I-495 to I-95 North.

Take I-95 to New Hampshire (Exit 4). Approximately 5 miles past the toll

booth, bear left onto the Spaulding Turnpike (16 follows parallel).

After approximately 30-40 minutes, you will make a left turn onto Route 109

at second traffic light (Mobile "On the Run" gas & convenience store on

right).

10.  Continue on Route 109 for approximately 6 miles. Camp will be on left.

11.  For the town of Wolfeboro, go past camp to Route 28. Make left and follow
into center of town.
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From the Boston Area - (Drive time approximately 1-3/4 hours)

Take I-95 North and follow same instructions as from New York beginning
at #8.

From Portland, Maine - (Drive time approximately 1-1/4 hours)
1. Take Maine Turnpike south to Sanford, Maine, Route 109.

2. Take Route 109 west into New Hampshire.

3. Follows instructions as from New York beginning at #11.
